At the conclusion of this book, I will focus on deaf ministry.
As you know that I am (D)eaf *and was born (d)eaf *and an 
educator of the deaf and hearing community. I have taught 
American Sign Language, Deaf Studies, pre-college academic 
subjects, Sunday school and conduct workshop presentations 
at various locations for more than15 years. With my 
knowledge, I can give out some pointers to help people to 
understand our culture.

Based on my experiences attending crusade ministries, I can 
say that there are many misunderstanding regarding the 
language of the deaf, healing, speaking in tongues. From my 
personal experiences, I almost got healed from my deafness. 
At this time, I am not able to discuss my situation this in this
book. However, if the Lord leads me to write another book, I 
shall do so in writing in depth on ASL and deaf culture 
ministry.

Specifically, I am writing in this book to clarify what to do and 
not to do in the deaf ministry. I have seen many deaf souls lost
and extremely discourage because of crusader conventions 
and church members show lack of respect of our deaf culture. 
In other words, we should not try to force someone to be 
something else other than what God created. For example: 
God created a cat. He did not create a cat to become like a 
dog. In particular, I really love what Jesus said to Choo: I love 
you as you are. (Chapter 2 in Heaven Is So real).
My sincere prayer request is that we focus on deaf souls 
become pure and obedient to our Lord Jesus Christ  and many  
deaf souls will be save.

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ASL (American Sign Language)  is the only true language 
of the Manual Systems; a visual-gestural language 
incorporating facial grammatical markers, physical affect 
markers, spatial linguistic information, finger spelling, as 
well as the signs themselves.

Whereas some deaf speak in tongues in sign language 
because mode of communication of the deaf using their 
hands to sign.

1. Some deaf people speak in sign

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1. Deaf and Dumb or deaf  and mute- Deaf people are 
not silent. They voice their  communication through 
ASL (American Sign Language). Some deaf can talk 
and some deaf choose not to talk  to preserve their 
deaf identity.

2. General speaking, deaf are not dumb in terms of 
intellectual beings.

3. Hearing Impaired- the word HI is a derogatory word. 
The word hearing impaired is very offensive to the 
deaf community. It is like calling names of a different 
race or religion,  Recommended reading: The Mask of 
Benevolence written by Harlan Lane. In the section of 
this book,  The Role of the Oppressed discuss issues 
on hearing impaired. 

Proper terms to use is deaf,and hard of hearing.

4. Deaf as disabled- Most deaf people are not disabled.  
They are able to perform anything except their only 
obstacle is their deafness.

Famous deaf people quote:
Deaf people can do everything except hear. I. King Jordan , the 

president of Gallaudet University

Chapter 20: Do’s and Don'ts in the Deaf Community
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1. Respect our deaf culture
2. Hearing people can be involve in the deaf community but 

they cannot be the core of the deaf community.
3. 5 fold ministry such as  evangelists, pastors and teachers  

who are called to be in the deaf ministry should take at least 
2 semesters of classes in ASL, study grammar of ASL and 
deaf culture. Note best to learn ASL from a deaf  teachers 
or CODA (Children of Deaf Adults) teachers who are 
native and natural signers and teachers who have 
educational background in Deaf  Studies.

4. Attending workshop presentations on deaf –related issue is 
a plus.

5. Attend deaf churches to learn the signs of the word of God 
and how to appropriate ASL to witness Deaf for Christ.

6. Develop a solid Godly relationship with deaf people 
because many of the deaf have been oppressed by the 
society who does not understand the emotions of the deaf.

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1. Do not criticize their speech. Some deaf people are not sorry 
for their speech.

2. For hearing person who is learning ASL: Never say I am sorry 
I cannot sign well.

3. Do not assume you know everything about the deaf culture. 

4. Do not force or impose on the deaf people to become hearing. 
Let the Holy Spirit touches the deaf people’s heart to make 
that choice.

5. Do not lay hands on them without knowing the deaf person’s 
background. Always ask Jesus for discernments. For example, 
if you went to a deaf church, and deaf pastor came to you and 
lay hands on you to become deaf. How would you feel? Put 
yourself in the deaf’ persons shoes.

For example: 

a. TTY/TTD- teletype writer for the deaf 
b. Instant Messages, webcam to see each other by        
visual communication and e-mail 
c. VP- Sorenson (Video Relay Services & Video Phone)
d. Professional Certified American Sign Language 
Interpreters 
e. In most America, Canada and some countries have 

jobs  created for deaf people. 
f. Deaf churches, residential school for the deaf and 

social clubs interact in American Sign Language 
(A. S. L.). Note: Some Deaf churches suppressed healings, 
deliverances and speaking in tongues. 

g. TV/DVD and VCR closed-captioned shows and 
movies

Many third countries do not have the same quality of 
life like the Americans do.

1. To get by in the third countries, deaf have to talk 
in order to survive or succeed in the hearing-
world or depend on their parents as the means of 
income.

2. Technology and accessibility for the deaf are very 
limited.

3. Limited options of jobs offer to the deaf due to lack 
of education.

4. Some deaf people are ashamed of their deaf 
identity.

5. Some deaf are desperate enough wanting to be 
healed. 
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1. To show that Jesus is  Lord of Lord in healing 
miracles.

2. Some deaf people are not ready to accept healing. 

3. God does not answer prayers of disobedient children 
with an impure heart. 
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1. Some deaf are happy to be healed. They praise Jesus for this. 

2. Some deaf people become puzzled and confused because there is no
mentor to help them to adjust to the hearing world. 

3. After they leave the crusade ministry, some deaf saints felt abandoned 
and left out. To illustrate, a baby can not be an adult overnight. 

4. Because of the miracle healing upon deaf people who became hearing 
instantly, some deaf people became deeply depressed and socially
withdrawn. Due to receiving healing of their deafness, some deaf
people were in culture shock and their deaf identity has been shaken. 
As the result of culture shock, some deaf people feel like or attempt 
commit suicide. In some cases, the deaf society looked down on the 
deaf people who got healed  As the consequences of healing of their 
deafness, some of the deaf people have lose their deaf friends, and  
some circumstances  there  was a quick divorces between hearing and 
deaf spouses.
